The Honalulu Authaority for Rapid Transportation (HART) wants ta inform drivers that archaealogical survey wiork
continues nextweek in the urban Honaolulu area far the rail transit project.

Motorists are advised of lane closures related to the survey work bheing conducted in the Pearl Harhor, Airport
and Kaka'ako areas.Work will require lane clasures during non-peak traffic hours.

For the safety of hoth the work crews and motorists, the public is advised to proceed with caution through these
areas. Drivers should anticipate possible trafiic delays or use alternate routes during work hours, and provide a
zafe distance hetween themselves and the construction warkers and equipment.

The City is conducting the archaealogical survey work along the urban Honalulu section of the Honolulu rail
transit route to identify potential archaeoloaical, historical and cultural resources. The archaeological wark will
aid rail project staff in their desion of the elevated rail guideway.

Contractors Cultural Surveys Haweaii Inc. and Royal Contracting Co. are conducting the fieldwork. The surey

work will be completed before rail construction begins in the urban Honolulu area, as specified under the rail
project's programmatic agreement relating to cultural and histaric resources.
