The Honolulu Autharity for Rapid Transportation (HART) wants to inform drivers that archaeological survey work
continues next week in the urban Honolulu area for the rail transit project

Motorists are advised of lane closures related to the survey work being conducted in the Pearl Harbar, Airport
and Kaka'ake areas.Work will require lane closures during non-peak traffic hours.

The survey
work will be completed befare rail construction begins in the urban Henolulu area, as specified under the rail
projects programmatic agreement relating to cultural and historic resources.
