U.S. District Court Case  
U.S. District Court decision rendered on 
November 1, 2012
• Ruled in favor of the City on more than 50 points
• Identified three points for further study:

o Traditional Cultural Properties (TCP’s)
o Mother Waldron Park
o Beretania Street Tunnel Option

Dec. 27, 2012 U.S. District Court allows 
construction work to proceed along three of 
four phases of rail route

Construction Schedule  

• Court requirements to be completed in 2013
• Construction expected to resume in 2013
• Interim opening of the first 10 miles estimated in 

2017
• Full system operational in 2019
