 HART BOARD CONSIDERS SMOKING BAN
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There will be no smoking at the Honolulu rail transit stations and other Honolulu Authority
for Rapid Transportation (HART) facilities should the HART Board of Directors adopt a
proposed smoke-free policy.
 
Board members are considering a prohibition on the use of tobacco products, as well as
electronic cigarettes, within any of the rail transit system's 21 stations.
 
The smoking ban is meant to ensure the health and safety of both rail passengers and
HART workers at transit stations and other rail facilities.
 
HART staff members are working closely with the Coalition for a Tobacco-Free Hawaii to
formulate the authority's smoke-free policy.

TRAFFIC ALERT

Old Farrington Highway in Ewa between Kualakai Parkway (North-South Road) and
Old Fort Weaver Road will remain closed through March 2014.

Mokuola Street and Kahualii Street

One lane in each direction of Farrington Highway in Waipahu will remain open at all times.
 
Lane closures are also scheduled along:

Waipahu Street between Waipahu Depot Road and Kahuanui Street

Lane closures will take place from Monday, September 30 to Friday, October 4 between
8:30 a.m. and 3 p.m. along the inside lane of the H-1/Moanalua Freeway on-ramp near
Aloha Stadium along Kamehameha Highway.

 

Lane closures will take place in the Pearl Harbor and Kalihi areas from Monday,
September 30 to Friday, October 4 between 8:30 a.m. and 3 p.m. eastbound on:

Kamehameha Highway near the H-1 Freeway and Makai Frontage Road

And westbound on:

Kamehameha Highway near Halawa Drive
Kamehameha Highway near Nimitz Highway 

Motorists should anticipate some possible delays in traffic and proceed with caution
through the work areas.
