DESCRIPTION AND SIGNIFICANCE OF THE RESOURC  

Pearl Harbor Naval Base is located Ewa (west) of Honolulu, in the Ewa District of Oahu. Its historic site 
boundary possesses three major branches of water: West Loch, Middle Loch and East Loch, and extends 
makai (ocean direction) into Mamala Bay. Fort Weaver Road is the primary Ewa boundary and 
ICamehameha Highway is the primary Koko Head (eastern) boundary (see Figure 5-1-1). 

In general Pearl Harbor is historically significant because of its association with World War II and the 
Japanese invasion of the military harbor. Various historically significant sites related to these events 
reside within Pearl Harbor's boundaries. Two locations on base are of particular importance: Ford Island 
and the Arizona Memorial. Ford Island is positioned between Middle Loch, East Loch, Southeast Loch, 
and West Loch within the harbor. Several historic buildings have been identified on Ford Island, 
including retired airplane hangars. Ford Island once served as an auxiliary landing field. In 1962, the 
memorial was constructed between Ford Island and Southeast Loch to commemorate the servicemen who 
died aboard the U.S.S. Arizona the morning of December 7, 1941. Although the memorial is located 
within the harbor, the land makai (ocean direction) of Kamehameha Highway is the site of the Arizona 
Memorial Visitor's Center. The U.S.S. Bowfin and Submarine Museum are located Ewa of the center.

DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPOSED PROJECT 

The amended Locally Preferred Alternative is a 15.9 mile guideway, including 22 stations, four park-and-
ride lots associated with the stations and one maintenance facility. The amended LPA will generally 
serve the central business district (CBD) from the Ewa direction via Kamehameha Highway. The aerial 
guideway will continue past the Honolulu International Airport and will follow Dillingham Boulevard into 
the CBD. The CBD segment will be a standard aerial structure along Nimitz Highway, that traverses the 
ICakaako District along Halekauwila Street, Ward Avenue, Waimanu Street, and continues on Kona 
Street to Ala Moana Center. From Kapiolani Boulevard, the alignment turns mauka (mountain 
direction) onto University Avenue where it terminates at the University Quarry. The entire alignment will 
consist of dual tracks operating in both directions. 

The technology that has been selected for the system consists of a steel-wheel articulated vehicle that will 
operate on continuously-welded steel rail. The vehicle will be 95 feet in length and propelled by AC-
driven technology. 

The portion of the elevated guideway associated with the Pearl Harbor Naval Base will be located in the 
median of Kamehameha Highway, an existing major transportation corridor. The proposed Ford Island 
Causeway will require an additional Koko Head-bound traffic lane along the malcai side of Kamehameha 
Highway. The guideway design accommodates the Causeway. However, since all historic sites are located 
well within the base's interior, the transit guideway will not adversely affect the Pearl Harbor Naval Base. 

In addition to the guideway, two transit stations will serve the Naval Base: the Arizona Memorial Station 
and the Makalapa Gate Station. 

The Arizona Memorial Station is proposed between Arizona Memorial Place and Arizona Street over the 
median of Kamehameha Highway above the Halawa Stream (see Figure 5-1-2). A side-platform station 
will be included in the design at an elevation of approximately 35 feet above grade. A mezzanine level 
underneath the guideway will connect the platforms. The station touchdown at the Arizona Memorial 
complex on the makai side of Kamehameha Highway will require an easement of 5,000 square feet. The 
area required currently provides approximately four informal parking stalls for buses related to the 
Arizona Memorial Visitor's Center. The station will enhance access to the memorial. 

The Makalapa Gate Station is proposed Ewa of Radford Drive over the median of Kamehameha 
Highway (see Figure 5-1-3). The station touchdown at Makalapa Gate will require an easement of 5,000 
square feet that currently provides approximately five parking stalls for medical-related activities.
